 Time for Courage  

Memory Verse: Joshua 1:1-9 

 I. Introduction: Fear is a crippling emotion. The Lord never intended for His followers to 

dread the future. Although we may feel afraid at times, we should never let fear control us. 

One of my favorite passages on overcoming fear is found in the story of Joshua. God said: òBe strong 

and courageous! Do not tremble or be dismayed, for the LORD your God is with you wherever you 

go" (Josh. 1:9). The promise that God gave Joshua that day is no less true for us now. There is no need for fear when we lean on 

the powerful presence of the Lord. 

II. Why did Joshua need courage?  

A. Joshua had seen how the people rebelled against Moses . Now, he was in charge of leading them to take the Promise 

Land from skilled warriors. 

B. In challenging Joshua to be courageous, God reassured him of His presence  (Josh. 1:5-6). The Lord also promised the 

leader that he would find success if he faithfully meditated on and obeyed the Scriptures (Josh. 1:8-9). 

III. What did God command Joshua about being courageous?  

A. Courage  is a quality of mind or spirit that enables us to meet danger, opposition, or the challenges of life with fearlessness, calmness, 

and firmness. Someone who has courage may still feel afraid but--through the power of God--can act with confidence. 

B. The Lord wanted divine wisdom, not human logic, to guide the nation.  For example, If Joshuaõs confidence had been 

in himself and his military experience, he may have resisted Godõs unorthodox but highly successful plan to defeat Jericho. 

C. God also told Joshua that if he obeyed the law of Moses, he would have success  (Josh. 1:7). In essence, this is the key 

to our success too. We no longer have to obey the laws given to the Jews in Exodus and Deuteronomy about sacrificial rituals and 

dietary practices. However, we should follow the moral commands given to Moses and the other biblical writers. 

D. The Lord made a marvelous promise to Joshua:  He would be with him no matter what happened (Josh.1:5). If you have 

accepted the Fatherõs gift of salvation, you have the same assurance (John 14:16-20; Heb. 13:5). 

IV. What can we do to develop courage?  

A. Meditate on Godõs Word: Instead of just quickly reading a large section of the Bible each day, choose a shorter passage and 

really think about its message. Ask God for help interpreting and applying it to your life. 

Meditating on Godõs Word will: 

1) Quiet your spirit. 

2) Sharpen your perception (Ps. 119:105). 

3) Purify your heart (Heb. 4:12). 

4) Clarify your direction (Prov. 3:5-6). 

. 
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B. Recall past experiences of Godõs faithfulness: Remember the way you relied on the Lord in previous crises and how His 

goodness carried you through difficulties. 

C. Observe the courage of others: As fellow believers share their testimonies of the Lordõs faithfulness,  

let their stories reinforce your faith in Him. 

D. Ask the critical question: If I donõt obey God, what will happen?: Every action, whether good or bad, has a consequence. 

Rebelling against the Lord may seem like an easier path, but it will be ultimately be painful. Trusting and obeying Him always brings 

spiritual blessing. 

E. Recall His promise to be with us at all times: The Lord told Joshua that He would never forsake him. Through Scripture, 

you and I have been given the same assurance today. Our omnipotent God has all power to guide us and bring success in our lives.

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This is the biggest change in her routine. In September she started going for 2 ½ hours two mornings a week to Dorothy B. John-

son Pre-K. This has gradually increased to the point that she is now going from 8 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. three to five days a week de-

pending on how she is doing. This exposure at school seems to be good for her as Mia loves other children and we try to let her 

do as much as she can handle. She doesnõt usually stay for lunch as she still has feeding issuesñbut we are slowly making improve-

ments.  Her class has eight to ten other children her age depending on the day and she loves going to schoolñpainting, playing 

with play dough, doing puzzles, and playing on the playground. She still requires very close supervision as we are still working on 

listening and following directions.  There are some activities she canõt participate in, but her teachers seem to really love her and 

are so good with her! 

 

Mia still sees a speech therapist and an occupational therapist several times a week at home and at school as they continue to work 

on those things she needs to be able to do as she grows. Looking back, she really has come a long way from those days when she 

could barely be touched because of the blistering. We are very thankful for every one of the therapists who have helped her! We 

are also working with a new doctor testing Mia for any dietary deficiencies and hope to find and help supplement any needs.  She is 

still comparatively an itty bitty thing; her little sister is wearing her clothes! 

 

Not only has it been a year of growth and change for Mia but for our whole family. In May we moved into our own home a few 

blocks behind Wilmington Christian Academy. It is an old neighborhood and we have a nice fenced-in back yard for the children to 

play in. Mia is always at the back door and certainly knows what the word òOutsideó means. They all love to be outdoors and we 

are just now getting the yard fixed so that it is safe and secure for them. Mia loves her little sister and big brother and they love 

her.
